Mink Frog

Scientific Name: Rana septentrionalis

Species clues:

Use the following information to guide you in scoring your species.

· Area: Mink frog populations often inhabit no more than 1km² of wetland.

· Habitat Use: Mink frogs live in cool freshwater ponds, streams, and wetlands.  They spend most of their time in water but do use lily pads and other vegetation floating on the surface.  

· Vulnerability: Mink frogs, like all frogs, are threatened by habitat loss, acid rain, pollution, and climate change.

· Functionality: Mink frogs are insectivores feeding on dragonflies, mosquitoes, damselflies, and other aquatic insects.  They are also an important prey species for fish and birds.

· Socio-economic importance: Mink frogs rely on cool, clean, fresh water in wetlands, ponds, and streams.  Their sensitivity makes them a good indicator species.
